Introduction

As for the Oi River, construction of bridges and using boats were
strictly forbidden by the Tokugawa shogunate so travelers should
wade across the shallows. In result, Shimada Shuku, the 23rd Shu-
kuba from Tokyo has thrived by duties such as mediating bearers
and offering accommodations related to the river crossing. At
Kanaya Shuku on the other side of the Oi River, ‘kawakaisho’
(facilities for river crossing duties) and ‘tenmayaku’ (facilities for
duties of preparing horses and express messengers for relay) were
built at separate places.

Oi Shrine
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Oi Shrine appears in an archive
written in 865. Also a record says it
has settled at Shimada in 1276.
Three deities enshrined are
goddess of water, land, and sun
protecting people from floods and at
the same time the guardian deities
of women and children. At “Shimada Obi Matsuri”, one of the 3
most eccentric festivals in Japan, they walk in a parade showing
‘obi’ (broad sash tied over kimono).

winter over the Oi River was strictly
forbidden by the Tokugawa shogunate. So
the crossing was often interrupted, the
longest record is 28 days. In Oigawa
Kawagoshi Ruins, you can visit facilities
such as ‘kawakaisho’ (management office of
river crossing), ‘banyado’ (staffroom of river
crossing bearers) and ‘fudaba’ (place where
river crossing bearers cashed the ticket).

Cultivation of Kanaya, the well-known tea
growing area started in the end of the 19th
century when samurai and bearers lost
their jobs after abolition of the river crossing
system and immigrated to cultivate the tea
plantation. Nakata Genzo who was only 29
years old, but invested private property and
made direct appeal to the government for
Makinohara Plateau cultivation and laid
foundation for the later cultivation.

Burial Mound of Nippon Zaemon’s Head (Takuenan)
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Nippon Zaemon is the model of Nippon Daemon, a character in a
Kabuki program “Shiranami Gonin Otoko”. It is said that he stole
from storehouses of rich families and gave the money to the poor
people. He surrendered himself in Kyoto and was decapitated in
Tokyo and was sentenced to public display in Suzugamori (in
western Shizuoka Prefecture). They say that his lover “Oman” lived
in Kanaya Shuku brought back his head and buried at Takuen-an.
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
